(National Trust). Chartwell was the home of Sir Winston Churchill from 1924 until his death. The rooms and gardens 

remain much as he left them, and there is an excellent display of Churchill memorabilia. There will be free time for 

lunch on arrival prior to a free flow visit of the house and gardens.  

 

In the afternoon we will re-join our coach and continue to Sevenoaks for a free flow visit of Ightham Mote  

(National Trust). Built some 700 years ago the house has passed through the hands of a series of owners, each leaving 

their mark on the property.  Highlights include a charming courtyard, great hall, crypt, Tudor painted ceiling and the 

private apartments of Charles Robinson who bequeathed the property to the National Trust in 1985.
